Points to consider in advance of applying for funding

· Please note that all of these funding schemes will be looking for the wider community benefit of holding such events and the longer term benefits felt by the community as a result of the events. With this in mind please consider any positive activities that you could hold alongside a community celebration, for example a community clean up. 

· Applications for all of these grant schemes need to be made well in advance of your planned event / activity. You should allow at least three months for your applications to be processed and a decision to be made and give yourself enough time to develop an alternative plan if you did not receive the funding. 

· Consider the possibility of community fund raising instead of, or along side applying for grants. Grant applications that have a level of match funding that has been locally raised tend to be viewed more positively. Please see attached the A to Z of fundraising ideas for your information. 

Herefordshire Council - Community Pride

 

The Herefordshire Community Pride Grant Scheme is a small fund to help local community groups in Herefordshire bring ideas and projects to life for the benefit of Herefordshire citizens. 

Projects need to be community led and come from groups with a written constitution and bank account. Projects must take place in Herefordshire and benefit people in Herefordshire, demonstrate value for money and seek to involve the community. Statutory activities or promotion of political or religious activities will not be supported.

The maximum grant is £750 or 75% of the total project costs whichever is the lesser. This scheme is for projects with a total cost of less than £2,000.
Examples of projects:

· To provide equipment, support or publicity for a group. 

· One off event to benefit the community and bring them together. 

· Area enhancements including purchasing materials such as plants or equipment. 

· Improved signage for an area. 

· Small crime prevention initiatives 

· Publicity to increase usage of the area or facilities.

Herefordshire Council - Community Projects Grant

 
The Community Projects Grant aims to help establish, improve and develop new activities, facilities and services across Herefordshire. The fund can be used for a wide variety of projects providing they support community and economic activities in Herefordshire. 

The pot of money is limited and applicants must be able to provide evidence that the project benefits and is supported by the wider community. For example, the evidence for this can be a parish or community plan, or other wide consultation within the community.

The grant is a maximum of £2,000 or 50% of the total project costs whichever is the lesser. This scheme is for projects costing between £2,000 and £12,000.

Elmley Foundation – Small Grants

This scheme is for community groups in Herefordshire and Worcestershire planning arts events or purchases. There are two funds - Events and Activities and Arts Equipment.  Both offer up to all the projected cost, to a maximum of £1,000. There are separate Guidelines for each fund.

The scheme is administered on behalf of the Foundation by Community First, the Community Council for Herefordshire and Worcestershire. Guidelines and application forms are available to download online. Please ensure that you do not complete the application form until you have read the guidelines thoroughly.

The Herefordshire Community Foundation is an independent local grant making organisation it administers a number of charitable funds including the Grass Roots Fund. Grants can be given to a whole range of activities including arts, sport, educational, environmental and welfare and are for all ages.

Applications are accepted from Local charities, community groups and in certain circumstances individuals. Grants are normally restricted to groups or individuals based in Herefordshire. Woodland Trust – Free Community Tree Packs 

Apply now to receive a free community tree planting pack to plant in autumn 2011 or spring / autumn 2012
2012, the year of the Queen's Diamond Jubilee, is an ideal opportunity to plant trees to commemorate this, or any other, special occasion. Each pack will contain a royal oak sapling. 
Tree packs come in two sizes:
105 trees - ideal for planting either in small groups of trees or as a hedge (approx 30m)
  

420 trees - create a long hedge (approx 120m), or divide up and plant
at different sites. If planted as a block of trees, there is sufficient for approximately one acre of land.

Trees supplied are young saplings about 20 - 40 cm high. There are four different packs to choose from: 

· Wildlife

· Year Round Colour

· Wood Fuels

· Wild Harvest
